Begins for Jews

Passover, one of the most
joyous Jewish festivals, will be
celebrated by Jews all over the
world beginning on the eve of
April 24, On the Hebrew calen-
dar this holiday begins the four-
teenth day of the Hebrew month
Nisan and lasts eight days.

The festival originates in Bib-
lical days when the children of
Israel were forced into slavery
in Egypt. For 210 years they
endured unbelievable hardships.

When Moses went to Pharoah
in the name of God to demand
the release of the Jews, Pharaoh
was adamant. God then made
himself known to the Egyptians
by a series of plagues. Pharaoh’s
resistance was finally broken by
the tenth plague, the slaying of
the first-born Egyptians.

Prepare Lamb

God told the Jews to prepare the
paschal lamb as a symbol of rea-
diness to follow Moses intofree-
dom. He also commanded them to
sprinkle the lamb’s blood on their
doorposts so that the Angel of
Death would pass over their
homes when smiting the first-
born Egyptians (the name Pass-
over is derived from this action).

This plague frightened Pharaoh
so much that he permitted the
Jews to leave. Six hundred
thousand men with their families.
and possessions hastily departed
to begin a new life as free people.

Passover Celebrated

Today Passover is celebrated
with various customs. On the
first two nights of the festival,
a Seder (an orderly, sumptuous
feast) is held at which the Hag-
gadah (story of the Exodus) is
recited.

Prominently displayed on the
Seder table is a plate containing
symbolic foods of the ceremony
to which reference is made dur-

of freedom; drinking four cups of
wine, which represents the four
expressions of redemption of the
Jews mentioned in Exodus, and
eating the bitter herbs.

During the holiday no leaven =§

such as bread is permitted to be
eaten. This commemorates the
hasty departure of the Jews from
Egypt when they did not have
enough time to evenfinish baking
bread. From their ovens they
took unleavened bread or matzah
which is eaten today.

Passover is also called ‘“The
Festival of Freedom.’”’ As one
Jewish scholar once expressed,
““This is the Jewish method of
affirming the great truth that
liberty is the inalienable right
of every human being, that this
is the celebration of Israel’s
homage to the great principle of
human freedom.”’

But, in all fairness to Gover-
nor Godwin and others who have
expressed not only desire but
initiative to improve public
schooling in Virginia, thatdefen-
sive is muck easier now than in
the past.

State Enjoying

Our state is enjoying a boost
in educational standards as our
expenditures per student rate
climbs the national scale. Such
results show things are being
done in Richmond, the new gene-
ration citizen has made his mark
and the voice of Old Dominion
cities is finally being heard de-
spite the rural area muffler which
earlier had made the General
Assembly and state action little
more than a farce,

Granted these statewide im-
provements, but what about Dan-
ville’s educational advances as
compared with the state’s?

For the 1965-66 school year
Danville’s local expenditures per
pupil was $190; the state average,
$208. Total cost of operation per
pupil in Danville was $340.72;
the state average, $392.48,

Salary Is Low

For the same school year Dan-
ville’s average classroom
teacher’s salary was $5,194; the
state average, $5,725. To make
it more ironical 91 per cent of
Danville teachers have degrees
as compared with 89 per cent
across the state.

Lest we forget, state average
expenditures and salaries take
into account many rural figures
which are below Danville’s.
Cities like Richmond and Falls
Church average from 25 to 55
per cent higher than our city in
those departments.

When will small governments
realize you must spend to get;
not go drastically in debt, just
get involved. It’s too bad that
Virginia’s educational advance-
ments aren’t reaching Danville.

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History of Green Duck
Waddles Circuitously

For over 20 years the saucy
Green Duck has roamed the halls
of GW, but there is some doubt
as to how this creature was
hatched and just who hatched him.

The first record of the Green
Duck appears in a 1935 Chatter-
box, when it was used to promote
a subscription campaign for the
newspaper.

In 1938 a small sketch of the
Green Duck popped up in the joke
column, but still no reference
was given as to how this webbed-
footed friend came to be.

Columns Center

““Green Duck Quackings’’ was
the title of the column by Stuart
Harris in the 1939 Chatterbox.
Since then many of the joke
columns have been centered
around the Green Duck.

The first High School Day,
sponsored jointly by The Chat-
terbox and the Press Club was
held at L. Herman in 1927 anda
another was not held until 1940.

After 1940 High School Day
was held annually until in 1958
it was renamed Green Duck Day
in honor of the Press Club’s
mascot.

History Not Certain

Although The Chatterbox is in
possession of many posters of
this green-feathered friend, a
stuffed likeness of him and pro-
bably the mostoriginal Halloween
costume ever, a Green Duck, no
one knows for sure the Green
Duck’s history.

My. McDowell Talks to Club;
Says Virginia Helps Herself

Some states yell and scream
about states’ rights, but Virginia
does something for herself in-
stead of justrelying ontne federal
government, said Mr. Charles
McDowell, speaker at the Wed-
nesday Club April 5.

Mr. McDowell has been the
Washington correspondent for the
Richmond Times-Dispatch for
the past two years. Before that
he worked for the newspaper in
Richmond covering the General
Assembly.

“It’s (Washington) not such a
strange place after all. Going to
Washington is like going from the
confederate to the union capital,”’
he stated.

Produces Columns

Each week the talented writer
produces four columns and some
news stories. He has also writ-
ten several books, In his
columns Mr. McDowell writes
in an informal way using his
family and imaginary characters.
He talks like he writes by bring-
ing in lots of humor and many
references to people.

Mainly Mr., McDowell descri-
bed political life in Wasnington.
““Congress is a pretty nice bunch
of people with an incredibly hard
job.”” He continued by saying,
‘“They’re about like most people,
a little smarter but so’s every-
body.”’

Knows Senators

Asked in an interview after his
speech if he’d met many famous
people he conceded that he knew
many of the members of the Sen-
ace but adaea, ‘‘How long do they
stay famous when you see them
all the time?”’

Mr. McDowell also showed how

well people get along. A prime
example is President Johnson,
head of the Democratic party,
and Senator Everett Dirkson,
head of the Republican party.
““They’re very good friends.
Four-fifths of the time they dis-
agree about things that don’t
particularly matter and one-fifth
of the time they agree about
things that really matter.”’

Refers to Letters

Another thing Mr. McDowell,
who seems very similar to Abra-
ham Lincoln in speech and ap-
pearance, referred to was
abusive letters and letters to the
editor. He jested, ‘‘I feel that
people who begin their letters
with, ‘I am sick and tired. ...’
are in no condition to write.”

Those letters have no purpose,
but Mr. McDowell feels thatones
that have definite suggestions
are wonderful and have helped
him in his columns many times.

‘‘How well people write relates
directly to how much people
read,”’ he stated.
